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Food World/Food Trade News: Talk to us a little bit about what it’s been like at 
this company for the last 18 months, and how it is going.

Nicholas Bertram: Th e last 18 months personally have been the most exciting 
in my career. All of the diff erent things I’ve been able to learn from really great 
mentors and teachers for many years, I now have the ability to put into action 
against a really, really strong brand. Th e GIANT brand 
is very healthy, very strong, and I would say the last 18 
months have b een a bit of an exploration, really the last 
two years, because I was named president two years ago. 
So I had the six months prior, where I had a chance to 
be around people like Allan Noddle and Carl Schlicker, 
folks who know the brand deeply and passionately and 
helped create GIANT. It created an appreciation for me 
of how special this assignment is. Professionally, it’s very 
exciting, but I didn’t realize how important it was to oth-
er people to do this right. And, really, fi nding the people 
in the past who put so much into it and still care so much 
about it. And, I connected with associates, as many as I 
could during the last two years through town halls and 
visiting every store, visiting the Perishable Distribution 
Center. I’ve learned a lot - and it’s been very fulfi lling to 
hear their stories and understand how GIANT is part of 
their stories personally. 

FW/FTN: What is your vision for the next 18 months 
now that you’ve got your legs?

Bertram: It’s actually very exciting because we are 
going to be launching a refreshed proposition for GIANT in 2020. At the same 
time, we’ve been activating a lot of diff erent commercial, real estate and opera-
tional strategies and fi nding our voice within marketing and communications. At 
the same time, our strategy and research team has been really digging deep into 
what the potential for this brand is and understanding more about who our cus-
tomer is today and who the potential customers of the future are. Where we play 
today, how we play today, and what is that evolving mindset and need-state for the 
customer? Th at has informed a refresh of who GIANT is and what GIANT is 
about – all with a strong anchor to a heritage that we’re really, proud of, but with a 
more forward-looking view that we’re starting to show a little bit of with GIANT 
Heirloom Market, GIANT DIRECT and some of the other things that are hap-
pening. But that will come to fruition with a strong people strategy, a strong cus-
tomer strategy and a strong brand strategy that will all hang together under our 
new positioning. We now know what that positioning is (we’re now perfecting 
that), working with consumer groups and with associate groups to understand 

Keeper Of The Culture: 
A Conversation With President Nicholas Bertram

To really understand the new GIANT/MARTIN’S compa-
ny, all you need to do is visit its Support Center in Carlisle, PA, 
and look up. At the end of its vendor meeting hall, the compa-
ny’s values are splashed across – and beautifully illustrated – a 35-
foot wall for all to see. Courage. Integrity. Humor (yes, humor). 
Teamwork. Care. 

As we began to create this special section on this special com-
pany, we were struck by how each of these values came up (un-
prompted) again and again during our conversations with leaders. 
Hung up like a modern tapestry, it’s clear that these values have 
become GIANT/MARTIN’S North Star as it evolves, adapts, and 
builds a new culture in what many within the company call the 
“96-year-old start-up.”

Th is bold start-up is led by President Nicholas Bertram. 
Bertram leads more than 32,000 associates supporting the GIANT 
Food Stores family of brands that include GIANT, MARTIN’S 
Food Markets, GIANT Heirloom Market, GIANT DIRECT 
and MARTIN’S DIRECT, Powered by Peapod. 

More importantly, Bertram oversees the new culture of the 
company that is purpose-driven and values-based.

Food World and Food Trade News sat down with Bertram in an 
unassuming conference room to conduct the fi rst of many inter-
views, and he made it clear at the start that it was important we 
speak to his fellow “entrepreneurs” about the company with no re-
strictions, no talking points, and no coaching, refl ecting the open-
ness of the offi  ce we occupied during our visit. In fact, the subse-
quent interviews were so numerous and wide-ranging, we ran out 
of space; as a result, you will see throughout this special section 
abundant quotes from the many leaders that bring this brand to 
life – especially those voices on the critical Commercial team.

But fi rst, we start with Bertram who was born and raised in 
Kentucky. Retail runs through his veins. Not even 40, Bertram be-
gan his retail career over 20 years ago at JCPenney, then joined 
Walmart as a part-time stocker. He spent a dozen years at Walmart, 
honing his skills and rising quickly among the leadership ranks 
in Store Operations, Human Resources, and Innovation. He then 
made a short stop in Chicago at Jewel-Osco to become their se-
nior vice president of retail. 

Th e rest, they say, is history. He left the Windy City after a 
short stint and joined (legacy) Ahold USA as senior vice president 
of store strategy and execution in 2013. Two years later, Bertram 
became AUSA’s senior vice president of merchandising strategy 
and support. With the Ahold Delhaize merger complete, and the 
“brand-centric” model fi rmly in place, Bertram was appointed 
president of GIANT Food Stores on January 1, 2018.

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what the impacts are and what will be required to meet this very ambitious strategy. 
FW/FTN: Because the regions that you serve are all pretty different.
Bertram: That’s right. We’re right smack in the Mid-Atlantic, but there is a tinge of the 

Northeast as you get into the Philadelphia region, and that’s different. And I-81 feels a 
lot different to me than Central Pennsylvania. And I love that. That complexity is actually 
a lot of fun, to try and figure out how to position our brand. But there are things that are 
absolutely similar, regardless of which market we’re in. And that’s what our people mean 
to the customer and what the company means to our people. The elevation of people in 
our business is something I’m personally very excited about. 

FW/FTN: You’ve talked in the past about “building a team of entrepreneurs.” Elaborate 
a bit on what that means.

Bertram: When GIANT was at its strongest point historically, GIANT was inno-
vating, inventing and creating things. Over the course of time, for a variety of different 
reasons, that seemed to fade more as a background characteristic than a foreground char-
acteristic. Yet that’s what customers, communities and associates resonated towards as we 
really tried to figure out what the heritage was. So, assembling this team has been one 
of assembling people who are forward-thinking and innovative. You know, we have five 
values, but the one I tend to focus in on personally the most is the value of courage and 
choosing to go out when you’re not exactly sure what the outcomes might be.

FW/FTN: What are the other four values?
Bertram: Integrity, humor, teamwork and care. Care is pretty natural to GIANT, but 

Courage is one that had not been fostered to its full potential. It is having the courage 
to attack problems others won’t attack. If there’s a need a customer has that we need to 
solve, it’s easier to just do it the way we’ve always done. It takes more energy and more 
effort to say, “Actually, I’m going to try something different because I think that’s what the 
customer wants.” So, that’s part of it. It’s also having the courage to get out on the field. 
Grocery retail is a full-contact sport, and I like that. But you’ve got to run hard and run 
plays that maybe you’ve never run before. That, for whatever reason, wasn’t as prominent 
when I jumped in. The leaders I’ve selected around me are people who are going to fight 
the good fight for our customers and invent good solutions for our associates and go 
against the grain.

FW/FTN: So that is much more entrepreneurial than corporate.
Bertram: Yes, I think so, But, still, being inside a proper corporate framework we can 

be entrepreneurial. We can make bold choices on sustainable retailing that others we 
compete with may not choose to do. But we know those things make a difference, so we 
say, “You know what? We’re going to have a solar powered corporate office, and we’re 
going to put a pollinator field in there.”  How does that help us sell more groceries? It 
will, eventually. We have a beautiful agricultural garden inside of Pennsylvania and the 
bee die-off rate has been alarming - it’s become a problem that needs to be solved. We’re 
going to do our little part. We have solar panels on the roof now and we’re going to have 
a solar ground array and instead of blacktopping or stoning, we’re working with local 
organizations to make it a certified pollinator habitat.

FW/FTN: Environmentalism seems to be very important to GIANT. How would you 
describe the company’s view on this subject?

Bertram: Anything we do for our customers or our associates should also be something 
that reduces our footprint and makes it easier for nature to be nature. If we can reduce 
waste, we should absolutely do that. If we can plant more trees through our GreenPrint 
fuel program that no other retailer’s done, we should do that. 

FW/FTN: Is this something that’s just GIANT?
Bertram:  We learn a lot from our European colleagues, who are probably even more 

forward-thinking than we are. Some of these things are uniquely us. We are blessed with 
a big fuel footprint, so working with GreenPrint to offset the carbon footprint by planting 
trees every time we sell a gallon of gas is important to us. Who does that? Well, we do that. 
And, we’re proud of doing that.

FW/FTN: Back to GIANT’S core values. Talk next about integrity.
Bertram: It’s doing the right thing at all times.  And, we have that at this organization. 

I sign anniversary cards every year, 30, 40, even 50 years, clearly there is a core DNA of 
integrity inside this organization. But as you go into different areas of the business - ex-
panding beer & wine is an example - we know it would be really easy to just put an extra 
display right outside of the area, but our integrity value doesn’t allow that. We could get 
away with it, but our integrity doesn’t allow it. 

FW/FTN: Tell us a little bit about humor. Why is that important?
Bertram: Not taking yourself too seriously is really what that comes down to. It shows 

up a lot of ways in our business. Growing up in the stores, I’ll share this story that impact-
ed me. As a part-time grocery stocker for Walmart in college, there was an evening where 
there was a jar of pickles that spilled in one of the aisles and I was paged to come over 
and clean it up, which I happily did. And sitting there were managers who watched me 
clean up that pickle jar. I decided that night, as a junior in college, that if I stayed in retail, 
I would never, ever do that. I would always do whatever the entry-level job is, if you will. 
And, so I’ve been prideful in knowing how to run a cash register and personally cleaning 
the bathrooms when I was a store manager and a district director. And today, the way that 
manifests itself is, I wear a jacket when I’m doing an event. When I’m in the stores, this is 
about as dressy as I’m going to get (editor’s note: Bertram is wearing slacks & a button-up

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shirt during the interview). And everybody in this office who is a director and above has 
to be in the stores every week. That’s a requirement of the GIANT leadership community. 
And we’re not out there to inspect, but to get feedback and to prove that the team at head-
quarters is not any different from them; we’re all trying to serve the customers together.

FW/FTN: Talk about care a little bit.
Bertram: Care is one that’s fairly natural at GIANT. People really do care about their 

communities and about each other. One of the things I learned, that I was really proud of, 
was the spirit of volunteerism that already existed. We had this clever idea one day that 
we were going to create a volunteerism program because we wanted to get more associates 
to volunteer. Then we go out and find out what they’re actually doing. It’s amazing the 
number of hours that people are putting in to organizations and the amount of personal 
donations and the drives that they’re doing, and everything else. Our giving, our desire to 
change the world really centers on eliminating hunger, protecting our planet and changing 
children’s lives. Those are our big three focus areas. Hunger we’re pretty good at. Protecting 
the planet, we’re figuring out. Changing children’s lives is making sure that kids who are 

sick get the treatment they 
need and helping them live a 
healthy, joyful life.  I love that 
our associates do that natu-
rally without us saying “this 
is the program.” And we love 
celebrating each of them for 
making their communities 
better.

FW/FTN: Are the stores 
allowed to pick the programs 
they want to support, or do 
you encourage them to go in 
a particular direction?

Bertram: When it comes 
to giving, every store manag-
er has a local budget and we 
have a company budget for 
philanthropy. When it comes 
to volunteering, you can do 
so wherever you want. When 
it comes to service projects, 
that is something where we 
will arrange something to 

send associates to and we will pay them now to work on those projects, which is a big 
change we just made. The boomer generation is great at this already, the gen Z millennials 
want to learn to do it, they care about it. By creating service projects where we can blend 
them together and pay them, it’s creating momentum. So, it’s philanthropy, service proj-
ects and volunteerism. Service projects we do together - and associates are compensated. 
And philanthropy is mainly handled by our corporate governance committee. My favorite 
example of a recent service project was putting in fire detectors with the American Red 
Cross for an entire community, which is life-changing for that community. It will save 
somebody’s life. And our associates are out there in their red shirts, along with their store 
managers whose sleeves are rolled up, and people from the office - doing it together. It’s 
so cool to see that. And it creates a deeper bond when you’re doing something besides just 
serving customers.

FW/FTN: Explain the value of teamwork.

Bertram: Teamwork is anti-silo, that’s the way that I would describe it. It means that 
all of us are in this together. Nobody wins unless all of us win. We all win together, we all 
lose together, if that ever happens. So if something doesn’t work that the marketing team 
came up with, the merchants and the finance folks aren’t going to say, “Aw, that was silly.” 
Instead, it’s “We did that together, it’s okay, what can we learn from it and how can we 
apply that to our future?”  We’re in it together with everything we do, and that includes 
our great vendor partners.

FW/FTN: Can you tell us any new ideas that GIANT is tossing about in addition to 
GIANT Heirloom Market, Marty the Robot and GIANT DIRECT? Are you percolat-
ing other things and how do you come up with new ideas?

Bertram: Good question. We have our Merchandise Innovation Research Center 
(MIRC) that’s just down the road. I’m actually going this afternoon to see a brand-new 
innovation inside of the beauty category.  It’s just a great idea from one of our brand-new 
category managers who got promoted very early in her career who’s just going down and 
saying, “What do the industry leaders do and how do we bring that into grocery and make 
it interesting?” It may fail, it may not.

FW/FTN: How does an idea get to the MIRC? Do you have a program internally that 
encourages team members to bring their ideas to you? And, what is the motivation for 
somebody to take that risk?

Bertram: Great question. We have one leader of the innovation program, Dan Alonso. 
He’s like a futurist, is the way I describe it. Innovation needs to happen inside a strategy 
– that’s the way that we’ve designed it. So, once we have solidified our strategic position, 
which in many ways we have, there are elements that are very naturally ripe for inno-
vation. Now, there’s continuous improvement, for which everybody is responsible. We 
should always be looking for a better way - a line extension or whatever. Then there’s 
innovation proper, which should serve to advance the strategy. Those ideas are in different 
categories - inside the customer, inside the brand, inside of people, in different aspirations 
that we’re trying to innovate our way toward.  That’s inside of GIANT, but at the same 
time, we have Peapod Digital Labs as a partner in digital innovation and coming up with 
new ways of technology. There are different share tracks like our ambition to save for the 
customer by finding costs to eliminate and pass those savings on to customers. 

FW/FTN: So, the core values apply internally with your associates, externally with your 
customers and also externally with your vendor partners?

Bertram: Absolutely. In fact, if you go down to the supplier meeting room, you’ll see 
our integrity statement and our values all up on the wall. We talk about those. If you look 
at the five values, it’s easy to have a conversation with a supplier. How do you say, “No, I’m 
against teamwork” or “No, thanks, I’m not into integrity.”

FW/FTN: What do you feel is your most important role as president of this company, 
as the leader of GIANT Food Stores?

Bertram: I believe my top responsibility is to be the keeper of the culture. That is the 
most important thing that I do and what gets the most of my energy. It happens to be 
something that I’m passionate about - the culture yields the ability to do a lot of great 
things. The second most important one would be building strong teams. I feel like I have 
assembled a strong leadership team. But even if you look at our talent reviews that we’re 
doing on our next-level leadership, it’s a powerful bench. And we’ve intentionally moved 
people around, out of their comfort zones for cross-functional development starting this 
year. The third thing I have to do is, I have to be the brand. I’m much happier being behind 
the scenes than doing the public stuff. But I have learned that it is a responsibility. We’re 
the second largest employer in Pennsylvania, and I have to be out there representing our 
great company. 

FW/FTN: Thank you.

Building Strong Teams: Now And For The Future

GIANT knows that in order to best serve its customers, it 
needs the very best associates to handle business in their stores. 
Matt Lutcavage, Chief Human Resources Officer, understands 
the importance of having the best people on the GIANT team. 
“One of GIANT’S greatest strengths is our people. And one of 
the greatest strengths is our leadership, starting with Nicholas 
Bertram, who believes in putting people ahead of profit.”

He continued, “There are many factors that make GIANT 

an employer of choice. We offer a very competitive compensa-
tion and bonus program and best-in-class health care. Because 
of the importance of community and ‘living here, giving here,’ 
we pay associates for the hours that they volunteer on commu-
nity service projects. Inclusivity is another area where we are 
an employer of choice. The Human Rights Campaign (HRC) 
gives us a 100 percent ranking on LGBTQ rights. And, begin-
ning next year, we will be improving our parental leave poli-
cy for full-time and above associates. Next year, the birthing 
mother will get an additional four weeks of paid leave; and, in 
a new benefit, the birthing mother’s partner will also get four 
weeks of paid leave.”

Flexibility is very important to today’s worker, so Lutcavage 
says GIANT is taking a look at many new employment options 
such as job sharing. “We’re developing an app that will allow 
managers to post additional shifts and associates to swap shifts, 
among other things. We are testing the option of hiring a ‘liq-
uid’ workforce where associates are not on a regular schedule 
but could be called upon when needed. When it comes to Gen 
Z in particular, we know we will need to be able to tap people 
who are looking for on-demand work without making a specif-
ic commitment,” he explained.

Sepi Burkett, vice president of store support, agrees that 
success depends on having the right people in place. “When 
looking for new talent and promoting people, you have to re-

member that you can teach someone how to do something. 
What I look at is a person’s behavior - are they a motivator, 
an inspirer, do they have a good approach to life? If they do, 
then I believe they will succeed and rise in the organization. 
From the background of human resources, we understand how 
important the people quotient is and we strive to make sure we 
meet associates’ goals and ambitions so that we can retain the 
very best talent.”

Proud vendor partner of GIANT/MARTIN’S

salute GIANT/MARTIN’S on their continued success.
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Th e GIANT Food Stores story began in 1923 when 
entrepreneur David Javitch opened a small meat market 
in Carlisle, PA. At that time, he did not envision the great 
company that would grow from the humble beginnings of 
a two-man butcher shop called the Carlisle Meat Market. 
Javitch’s legacy has remained throughout the company’s 
history; to this day, his vision infl uences the retailer’s guid-
ing principles.

In 1936, Javitch purchased a store in Lewistown, PA, 
which he named GIANT Food Shopping Center. It was 
a big change from the original Carlisle Meat Market as it 
was considered a total grocery store.

Javitch continued to build the business and modern-
ize the stores and by 1968, GIANT Food Stores opened 
its ninth location. David’s son Lee joined the company as 
president.

A strategic decision was made during the 1970s to 
compete with the larger regional and national chains. Th e 
company’s growth accelerated with the purchase of the 
MARTIN’S Food Markets chain in Hagerstown, MD. 
In 1972, Nicholas Riso joined the company as vice presi-
dent of sales and operations, assisting with bringing about 
Javitch’s growth plan and introducing Every Day Low 
Pricing. Th is era began a span of more than 30 consecutive 
years of record sales and earnings.

In 1974, David Javitch passed away, but not before in-
stilling in the company a legacy of providing outstanding 
service and value to customers; creating a positive work 
environment for associates; and participating as an active 
member in the communities GIANT served. 

By the close of the 70s, 24 stores were in operation and 
as the 80s approached, the company had grown to a work-
force of 3,400.

In 1981, the Javitch family entered into an agreement 

with international retailer Ahold, 
based in the Netherlands which had 
its own strong history dating back 
to 1887.

Th roughout the 80s, GIANT 
prospered, and by 1988, Allan 
Noddle had assumed the position 
as president and the company saw 
the opening of its 50th location.

Th e ensuing decades saw a com-
plete modernization of GIANT 
and MARTIN’S stores through re-
models, expansions and upgrades as 
well as the addition of services such 
as in-store banks, pharmacies and 
coff ee shops. By the end of 1996, 
the chain had grown to 75 stores. 

Continuing a tradition start-
ed with the MARTIN’S purchase, the company utilized 
that strategy in 1997 when it merged with Edwards Super 
Stores. Th e merger launched the new GIANT Food Stores 
organization consisting of two operating divisions and 
23,000 associates in Maryland, Pennsylvania, Virginia and 
West Virginia. Former Edwards president and CEO Tony 
Schiano assumed the helm at GIANT Food Stores.

As 2000 approached, GIANT Food Stores underwent 
many technological changes, and that decade saw the im-
plementation of a new store prototype as new locations 
opened with extensive one-stop shopping conveniences for 
customers, including gas stations, full-service fl oral depart-
ments, juice and smoothie bars, expanded deli and bakery 
departments, and a wide array of organic produce options.

In 2005, GIANT opened its fi rst-ever Super Food 
Store in Camp Hill, PA, representing a breakthrough in 
retailing that would foreshadow many supermarket in-
dustry changes to come, with prepared meals, a specialty 
cheese shop, a child care center, an in-store nutritionist, a 
cooking school, a wi-fi  café and a Nature’s Promise Natural 
and Organic Marketplace.

With an opportunity to reach additional customers in 
suburban Philadelphia, GIANT/MARTIN’S acquired 
14 stores from Clemens Markets in 2006. Th e company 
continued to enhance its portfolio of off erings with the 
introduction of its fi rst convenience store, GIANT to Go, 
in Lancaster, PA in 2009. Th e chain’s acquisition strategy 
continued in 2010 when it completed the sale and conver-
sion of 25 Ukrop’s Super Markets in the greater Richmond 
and Williamsburg, VA markets. Th ose stores were operat-
ed under the MARTIN’S banner until 2016. GIANT ac-
quired 15 supermarkets from Genuardi’s Family Markets, 
a subsidiary of Safeway Inc., in the greater Philadelphia 
area in 2012.

Big change came in 2015 when it was announced that 

parent company Ahold would merge with another large 
international supermarket company, Delhaize, with the 
deal getting FTC approval and closing the next year. At 
that time, Ahold Delhaize combined its two U.S. super-
market operating companies into Ahold Delhaize USA, to 
serve as the parent company for all Ahold Delhaize’s U.S. 
companies, including its local brands.

In early 2017, Ahold Delhaize USA said that it would 
decentralize operations for the company’s retail banners. 
By January 2018, each of the retailer’s “brands” would have 
distinctive commercial strategies tailored to local markets 
with dedicated resources, including category merchandis-
ing, assortment, pricing, promotions, marketing and for-
mat teams.

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GIANT Food Stores has been developing several store 
initiatives that will continue to strengthen its standing as a 
leading operator in the markets it serves, as well as making 
strategic acquisitions of stores that have become available 
in their region.

One of the primary new developments from the 
GIANT/MARTIN’S brand has been the debut of its 
new urban store format and concept, GIANT Heirloom 
Market. While GIANT has had a long-established po-
sition in the Philadelphia suburbs, the company is now 
creating a presence within the city itself. The first step in 
that initiative was the introduction of GIANT Heirloom 
Market, which reaffirms the retailer’s continued commit-
ment to the Philadelphia region, as well as its strategic in-
vestment in the city’s urban core.

But, there was a lot of work to be done before the ur-
ban store concept could become a reality, Paul Madarieta, 
Director of growth initiatives, told us. “We started this 
project by listening to what the neighborhood wanted in 
their grocery store,” he explained. “The feedback was that 
people wanted affordable, quality produce, which was 
something that GIANT already did very well.” Time was 
spent reaching out to other sister brands for their ideas as 
well as visiting retailers around the U.S., and worldwide, in 
a quest to figure out what the new format would look like. 
“By June 2018,” said Madarieta, “we were ready to assem-
ble a team, looking for entrepreneurial, passionate, curious 
and open-minded people.”

This team worked to create a strong brand narrative, a 
customer value proposition and an employee value propo-
sition. And, they worked to create a name that would re-
flect what they were doing. 

GIANT Heirloom Market was the result. An heirloom 
is something treasured because of its special history, which 
is something GIANT is rich in, with 96 years of success-
ful retailing experience. And GIANT Heirloom Market 
is built on that foundation but has a strong focus on the 
future of food retailing and building something new and 

different.
Madarieta put it this way: “At GIANT Heirloom 

Market, we consider ourselves a retail laboratory of sorts. 
There’s a real sense of entrepreneurship. Everyone on the 
team has their fingerprints all over this thing.”

On January 25, 2019, the first GIANT Heirloom 
Market opened in Philadelphia’s Graduate Hospital 
neighborhood with approximately 6,000 square feet of 
selling space and about 7,000 SKUs, plus access to GIANT 
DIRECT. The store blends modern innovation and com-
munity focus, while delivering the quality expected from 
GIANT, to bring great food to its neighbors. Community 
vendor partnerships are center stage at GIANT Heirloom 
Market where passionate Philadelphia-area food purvey-
ors such as High Street on Market, Isgro Pastries, One 
Village Coffee and Sarcone’s Bakery offer their unique, 
local products to GIANT Heirloom Market shoppers, too.

Not long after the successful debut in the Graduate 
Hospital neighborhood, GIANT announced it would 
expand its investment in Philadelphia with three ad-
ditional GIANT Heirloom Market locations - in the 
University City, Northern Liberties and Queen Village 
Neighborhoods. The University City store debuted on 
August 2 and the remaining two stores will open soon.

Angel Cordero, currently the store manager at the 
University City store, was part of the team that devel-
oped the concept, and served as store manager when the 
Graduate Hospital store opened. He told us that the team’s 
ability to be nimble and act quickly was an important el-
ement in succeeding with a brand-new concept. “On the 
very first day of business we realized we needed more 
registers, especially in the beer and wine area of the store. 
Well, we had new registers added within one week. We 

also made many adjustments to the product mix.”
He added, “The product mix in general is different at 

GIANT Heirloom Market than at a typical GIANT store 
in the suburbs. There’s a strong focus on better-for-you, 
including in private label with our Nature’s Promise line, 
as well as more specialty items that resonate with our cus-
tomer.”

Like all of GIANT/MARTIN’S other stores, sup-
porting the community is important here as well. Cordero 
said, “Many of people who work in our stores live in the 
neighborhood and take pride in the store. We are able to 
get more valuable feedback because they are part of the 
community. And, we do a lot of community-based service 
projects. For example, we planted trees for Earth Day in 
a local park and partnered with a non-profit for a neigh-
borhood festival. And, we sponsored a youth baseball team 
– the GIANT Heirloom Market Ants.”

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With its presence in Philadelphia established in 2019 
by the debut of  two GIANT Heirloom Markets and two 
additional locations currently in development, GIANT 
has announced more plans for the City of  Brotherly 
Love. The retailer said on August 14 that it will build 
a new, two-level urban fl agship GIANT store in down-
town Philadelphia overlooking the Schuylkill River.

“Like the city of  Philadelphia, GIANT continues to 
grow and innovate - becoming part of  this new incred-
ible Riverwalk project helps cement our commitment 
to Philadelphia,” said Bertram in announcing the new 
project. “We’ve always been dedicated to bringing qual-
ity groceries to the people of  our home state of  Penn-
sylvania, but this new Philadelphia store - as well as our 
new GIANT Heirloom Markets throughout the city - 
represent the future of  GIANT: fresh solutions for the 
way families live now.”

The new 65,000 square foot fl agship store, located 
in the new Riverwalk mixed-used development on the 
banks of  the Schuylkill River, will be tailored to down-
town shoppers. Incorporating an innovative two-level 
format, the store will be located in the fi rst of  two tow-
ers under development at 60 North 23rd Street. A fall 
2020 opening is currently anticipated.

The store will feature dramatic, high open ceilings 
that will welcome customers into the fi rst-fl oor glass 
lobby. Natural light and city views will enhance the 

shopping experience while an outdoor terrace will give 
customers a picturesque place to enjoy a glass of  wine 
or beer and food.

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GIANT isn’t only developing new store concepts, 
they are keeping watch as other opportunities present 
themselves when existing stores become available in 
their markets.

One such opportunity was GIANT’S acquisition 
from family-owned retailer Darrenkamp’s of its flag-
ship Willow Valley Square store in Lancaster, PA, 
which opened as a GIANT November 16, 2018. The 
store added all of GIANT’S signature departments 
and services, including GIANT DIRECT.

Another opportunity came up in November 2018 
as well when GIANT announced a deal to acquire five 
corporately-owned Shop ‘n Save stores from Supervalu, 
which is now a subsidiary of United Natural Foods 
(UNFI), which gained FTN approval in the spring of 
2019.

On April 5, 2019, the grand opening of those five 
stores as MARTIN’S Food Markets, gave the retail-
er new locations in Smithsburg, MD, Greencastle, 
PA, Berryville, VA, and Hedgesville and Martinsburg, 
WVA.

The grand opening of those five MARTIN’S stores 
was part of a series of strategic investments that the 
company has recently made to its store fleet and fam-
ily of brands, including GIANT Heirloom Market in 
Philadelphia and the grand opening of the GIANT 
DIRECT e-commerce hub in Lancaster, PA.

Another acquisition opportunity came about in 
May 2019 when GIANT Food Stores entered into 
an agreement with Ferguson & Hassler to acquire the 
family-owned retailer’s Quarryville, PA store. On June 

28, it became the company’s 180th store, growing the 
retailer’s presence in Lancaster County to 10 stores.

The new store is a blend of some of customers’ fa-
vorite Fergie’s offerings and many of GIANT’S sig-
nature departments, including farm fresh produce, 
full-service deli and bakery, GIANT DIRECT and an 
on-site fuel station.

But, GIANT gained, too, as David Lessard, vice 
president of fresh merchandising, told us, particular-
ly in an area key to GIANT - locally-sourced brands. 
“Some of our recent acquisitions have helped us 

strengthen our local offerings. After the Fergie’s and 
Darrenkamp’s acquisitions, we maintained their cus-
tomers’ local favorites and have expanded distribution 
to some other stores in our network.”

The most recent acquisition that GIANT has 
made was the deal to acquire Musser’s Markets’ three 
Pennsylvania stores in Quarryville, Columbia and 
Lebanon, which is set to close in November. Once the 
sale has been completed, GIANT will close the stores 
for about a week to complete remodels before reopen-
ing as GIANT stores.

to offer on-site pickup service, where online orders 
are delivered directly to customer vehicles waiting 
outside. For customers who require, or prefer, an al-
ternative to ordering online, the new hub features a 
walk-up vestibule with easy-order tablets.

By July 2019, the retailer had announced a 
milestone achievement in the growth of GIANT 
DIRECT with the news that the service was avail-
able at 100 GIANT and MARTIN’S stores across 
four states. That kind of quick rollout isn’t typical in 
retail at a lot of companies, but the GIANT Food 
Stores’ nimble and flexible team is able to execute at 
a very high level. Wendy Welch, director of district 
131, explains how, “We have seen explosive growth 
because of our courage. GIANT DIRECT was 
added to more than 100 stores in just six months. 
When you see what we’ve done in a relatively short 
time, it’s because we have the courage to try some-
thing new.” 

District director Luke Dreese of district 141, 
agrees: “Our confidence is a big strength. That’s why 
we were able to launch GIANT DIRECT so fast, 
basically building a brand-new business. We are very 
nimble and able to make very quick decisions and as 
a company, have a strong entrepreneurial spirit.”

Steve Harfield, director for district 142 added: 
“Our greatest strength is our people. Working here 
is a very inclusive process. We listen and learn from 

each other.”
The entire GIANT team is focused on helping 

the company develop itself as an omni-channel re-
tailer. Justin Hadwin, director of e-commerce oper-
ations, said, “To give our customers the same experi-
ence across all channels, no matter where they want 
to shop, it’s our goal. As we approach 2020, we are 
on track to become a complete omni-channel retail-
er offering pick-up and delivery across the majority 
of our brand.”

Rob Welsh, director of digital and e-commerce, 
put it this way: “As we look for ways to better reach 
our customers, we are striving for innovation and 
disruption. We need to make sure the innovation 
keeps flowing beyond just the day-to-day business 
of selling groceries. At GIANT/MARTIN’S, we 
are moving from multi-channel to omni-channel. 
Because research shows that customers are looking 
for a trusted, local retail brand for their online shop-

ping, we launched GIANT DIRECT as an e-com-
merce sub-brand. GIANT DIRECT allows us to 
use the equity of GIANT/MARTIN’S quality and 
convenience and combine that with the technology 
and speed of Peapod.”

As Chief Marketing Officer, Matt Simon helps 
lead GIANT Food Stores’ digital strategy. He tells 
us, “GIANT/MARTIN’S is very active in a number 
of channels with our digital marketing. It allows us 
to have dynamic audience creation and enhance the 
overall customer experience, which is relationship 
based. Our messaging in these channels evolves as 
we get real-time performance feedback.”

“We are able to put ourselves in the minds of 
the customers and learn how we can make the best 

experience. GIANT/MARTIN’S is an authentic 
brand, a very humble brand. We want our customers 
to believe in us. Our credibility is very important. 
We need to keep a pulse on the customers’ needs - 
and we’re getting better at that every day.”

He continued, “The grocery industry is one of 
the most competitive places to do business. Winners 
need to have the courage to figure out new ways of 
doing business. We are building our digital business, 
and it’s getting bigger and bigger as we have more 
success. And everything we do, we have our people 
in mind.

John Ponnett, Chief Operations Officer, adds 
that the development of GIANT DIRECT should 
be noted by the supplier community, telling us:

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As a local brand itself, GIANT/MARTIN’S is very 
committed to off ering a wide array of local products to cus-
tomers across its store portfolio, both in fresh and in center 
store.

John Ruane, Chief Merchandising Offi  cer, discussed the 
company’s approach to local: “Local is extremely important 
to us. It is one of the main pillars of what we do. We are 
passionate about local products and manufacturers. Our cus-
tomers want the products they grew up with, that they trust. 
And, it’s not just in produce. Every department in our stores 
has a local plan.”

In June of this year, GIANT introduced PA Preferred 
shelf tags at all of its stores located in Pennsylvania, making 
it easier to fi nd local products in-store. Th e fi rst-of-its-kind 
program simplifi es the shopping experience and builds upon 
the company’s longstanding commitment to local farmers 
and suppliers. GIANT has been a longstanding supporter of 
the PA Preferred program since its inception in 2004, which 
helps Pennsylvania’s farmers and food suppliers grow their 
businesses.

With the new shelf tags, more than 900 items, including 
meat, poultry, dairy, snacks, condiments, sauces, craft beer 
and wine and even pet food are now identifi ed by tags with 
the PA Preferred logo prominently displayed at shelf level. 
Th e tags are featured in stores year-round.

GIANT has long been a leader 
in the buy-local movement, sup-
porting local farmers and manufac-
turers in all of the states where it 
operates stores. In addition to PA 
Preferred, the company supports 
similar programs like Maryland’s 
Best and Virginia’s Finest.

Rebecca Lupfer, vice president 
of center store merchandising, 
stresses the importance of local in 
center store: “Local is very import-
ant to us. By nature, GIANT has 
always had a local presence. We 
currently have over 100 brands of 
local products in center store. And, 
we want to support local commerce as much as we can. We’re 
going to keep working to do a better job of calling out local 
brands. It helps give us the opportunity to remain relevant to 
our customers. We can’t take our foot off  the gas.”

Local is also extremely important in the fresh depart-
ments. Dave Lessard, vice president of fresh merchandising, 
told us: “Local is a critical initiative and key growth area 
for the company. In fresh, we work with more than 200 lo-
cal suppliers in Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia and West 
Virginia. Not only are we getting great quality products, we 
are supporting the communities where we live and shop. 
Most importantly, our customers want more local products, 
both from within the state and communities near our stores.” 

Lessard is always on the lookout for new and unique 
ways to bring local into the retailer’s stores. “We are look-
ing for more innovation in local,” he said. “For example, in 
the cheese category, we partnered with Troeg’s Independent 
Brewing and Caputo Brothers Creamery to develop an ex-
clusive cheese. We created unique partnerships with sup-
pliers and local restaurants in the city of Philadelphia for 
GIANT Heirloom Markets such as Asher’s, Isgro Pastries, 
High Street Market, Sarcone’s Bakery and Claudio.”

In fresh, Lessard ex-
plained, they hold an an-
nual meeting to kick off  
that year’s Local program. 
“Th is year we fi lled the 
Pennsylvania Farm Show 
Complex with over 500 
suppliers for both fresh 
and center store to pres-
ent ways to drive our local 
program.”

President Nicholas Bertram oversees the brand and re-
lies on three trusted advisors to help him manage his very 
busy day-to-day responsibilities: Tammy Kern, assistant to 
the president and office manager; Daren Russ, chief of staff 
for the leadership team; and Christopher Brand, director 
of external communications and community relations.

This trio manages what Bertram likes to call “the three 
C’s” - the calendar, which Kern oversees; content, where 
Russ takes the lead; and communications, which falls un-
der Brand’s scope. 

Russ explains: “By using the three C’s effectively, we 
can keep everything together.

Reducing GIANT’S Impact On The Planet
GIANT was honored to receive the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 

2018 Food Recovery Challenge Regional Award, as it was an acknowledgment of their 
long-standing commitment to their  sustainable retail efforts and food recovery achieve-
ments that began over a decade ago.

GIANT received the EPA Mid-Atlantic Regional award in the Data Driven category 
for grocery store chains. “As a food retailer we are committed to reducing waste and min-
imizing our environmental impact, while at the same time maximizing food donations to 
our regional food banks,” said Nicholas Bertram, president, GIANT Food Stores. “Our 
‘Meat the Needs’ program has been a game changer for our company and our food bank 
partners, diverting food from landfills and onto the plates of those in need.”

GIANT Food Stores’ 
commitment to healing the 
planet is primary in every-
thing it does including re-
ducing its energy consump-
tion. That’s why the company 
is also investing in solar en-
ergy. In April, in celebration 
of Earth Week, GIANT 
Food Stores announced the 
completion of a 2.4ML so-
lar project at its Carlisle, PA 

support office. The rooftop 
solar project, begun in 2018 
and officially in operation 
in March 2019, consists of 
1,182 panels that convert 
sunlight into a flow of clean 
energy that feeds directly to 
GIANT’S electrical system 
housed within the building. 
This provides an effective 
powering of a portion of the building’s energy needs from a renewable onsite source.

Work on the second phase of the project, a 1.83MW ground-mounted solar array is 
under way and, when completed, will consist of an estimated 4,968 panels spanning nearly 
five acres of land on the corporate campus. Once completed later this year, the entire solar 
system with offset 100 percent of the electricity needs of the Carlisle facility. The company 
also plans to incorporate “pollinator habitats” to support bees and other pollinators on its 
corporate campus in an effort to offset bee colony loss.

The company also works to streamline its supply chain and distribution efforts to cut 
down on all unnecessary packing materials.

Cardboard recycling is very important to GIANT’S overall operation. In 2017, the 
retailer saved more than 930,000 trees by recycling cardboard.

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Meet Marty the Robot!
Following successful pilots that improved in-store effi  ciencies and freed associates up to 

better serve customers, GIANT Food Stores announced in January 2019 the introduction 
of a new robotic assistant to all of its then-172 stores. In making the announcement, the 
company said that “Marty,” a tall gray robot with googly eyes, would soon be working along-
side associates, thanks to a partnership between Ahold Delhaize USA services company 
Retail Business Services, GIANT, and Jabil subsidiary Badger Technologies.

Over the previous year, GIANT piloted Marty and the in-store robotic program in its 
stores located at 4211 Union Deposit Road, Harrisburg and 255 Spring Garden Street, 
Carlisle.

Th e in-store robots, which move around the store unassisted, are being used to iden-
tify hazards, such as liquid, powder and bulk food-items spills and provide reporting that 
enables quick corrective action. Th e robots’ eff orts free up associates to spend more time 
engaging with customers. Th ey also help stores mitigate risk caused by such spills. 

John Ponnett, Chief Operations Offi  cer, said, “Marty is a resource for us because it lets 
us use our associates to provide added value to our customers. Marty frees up our associates 
to do other work, allowing them to engage more with customers, which they and our cus-
tomers love.”

Take Me Out To The Ballgame: 
“Offi cial Grocer Of The Philadelphia Phillies”

For the second year, GIANT Food Stores was the offi  cial grocer of the Philadelphia 
Phillies. Th roughout the 2019 season from the inside of Citizens Bank Park to the 
aisles of GIANT stores across the greater Philadelphia region, the company brought its 
partnership to life in many new and exciting ways.
